2nd	Hateley’s MOHNESSE SWEET DREAMS Sable & white in good coat. Another nicely balanced quality feminine bitch, with super head qualities and such a sweet expression. Good neck length to a level flowing outline, nicely rounded bone. She is well angulated on both the front & rear & so moved with drive.  
3rd 	Dunne’s JAPARO I HAVE A DREAM
Open Bitch (12, 3abs)
1st	Simpson & Hardman’s BLUE PANDA AMONG CLEMWOOD She took my eye on entering the ring and not disappointed on going over her. She is an absolutely fab coloured blue merle, so feminine with a lovely balanced one pieced head, well-placed and shaped eye and neat ears giving her a lovely, sweet expression. Love her flowing outline, she has a good reach of neck to a level top line, with a gentle sweep over the loins. Lovely construction front and rear and so she flowed round the ring with ease.
